GETTING STARTED
1. Turn the ignition OFF and disconnect the vehicle's negative battery cable. If the engine has run within the past two

hours let it cool down.

NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable erases pre-programmed electronic memories. Write down all memory
settings before disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some radios will require an anti-theft code to be entered after
the battery is reconnected. The anti-theft code is typically supplied with your owner’s manual. In the event your vehicle’s
anti-theft code cannot be recovered, contact an authorized dealership to obtain your vehicle's anti-theft code. We also

highly recommend NOT discarding any stock parts after the installation.

2. Unscrew the top of the HPS oil catch can and check that the Allen bolts are tight.
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3. Place thelprovided crush washers onto the metric side of the:two AN-1d to M163( 15 »
adapters and install them onto the oil catch.

4. Remove the mounting bolt for the bracket shown
bracket.
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above. Place the spacer on top of that




5. Place the oil catch can bracket onto the mounting points indicated. First, use the 30mm long
M6 bolt and washer to secure the mounting point with the spacer on it. Install the two 16mm
long M6 bolts and washers onto the remaining mounting points.
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catch can onto the bracket using the three provided M5 button head bolts.
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6: Mount thé oil
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7. Disconnect the ventilatioh hose located at top of the engine.

8. Install the pre-assembled 33-inch long hose from the valve cover to the oil catch can. Use
the provided embossed hose clamp to secure the hose at the valve cover.
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9. Reusing the factory clamp, secure the pre-assembled 23.5-inch long hose to the stock
ventilation hose disconnected in step 7. Install the other end of the hose to the oil catch can.




FINAL STEPS
Upon completion of the installation, reconnect the negative battery terminal before you start the engine. Double check to

make sure everything is tight and properly positioned before starting the vehicle.
Start the engine. Let the car idle for 3 minutes. Perform a final inspection before driving. Listen carefully for any odd
noises or rattles prior to taking it for a test drive. If any problems arise, go back and check the hoses and clamps that may

be causing the issue and correct the problem.

Ensure that the dipstick on the HPS oil catch can is fully seated. Failure to install the dipstick properly will result in a check

engine light and poor performance.
